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Prepaﬁng Stamps for Mounting

EFORE we mount the stamps in our
album it is necessary to take off anv
paper that may remain on their

backs, Sometimes I am shown collections
in which stamps have been mounted with
large portions of envelopes or wrapping
paper adhering to them. Such unsightly
objects quite spoil the appearance of the
whole collection. As only untidy people
omit to remove the paper to which a stamp
was affixed, I have little fear that Meccano
boys will indulge in such lazy methods
of mounting their stamps.

Don’t *‘ Soak '’ Your Stamps

Now, in taking stamps off their original
covers some amount of care is necessary.
It is not satisfactory to drop a handful of
stamps into the wash-basin, and there
let them soak indefinitely, however con-
venient that method may seem! One
of the reasons against this is that many
stamps are printed in what are called
“ fugitive " inks. These inks are employed
to baffle those misguided gentlemen who
endeavour to gain a dishonest livelihood
by cleaning the cancellation marks off
stamps, so as to be able to use them again !
Fugitive inks smudge and run at the first
hint of water or sometimes even of damp-
ness. So unless you wish to spoil some of
your stamps the removal of the paper
must be done scientifically, Take a flat
dish filled with cold water and gently lay
the stamps on the water, one at a time and
face upwards, so that only the backs of
the stamps are in contact with the water.
It is better to keep the stamps quite
separate, for if one is placed on top of
another the face of the stamp underneath
is wetted and the object is frustrated.

Drying the Stamps

In about ten minutes the stamps may
be removed one by one, care being taken
not to splash the faces of the others in
the dish. You will then find that the
paper will come off the back of the stamps
with ease. The stamps may then be
placed in rows on a sheet of clean white
blotting paper, face downwards, and left
for a few hours to dry, when they are
ready for mounting in the album. Do
not put the stamps in the album until
they are really dry, otherwise?they are
sure to stick to the page.

Sometimes it may be decided to remove
the stamps from their covers before sorting
them, if there are not too many.
With others, however, the postmark on the
wrapper may be of assistance in identifying
the stamp, and if the soaking is done
before the classification this assistance
is lost when it is removed.

Choosing an Album

Although albums may be purchased
at almost any price from 1/- to £50, it is
not advisable to begin with an expensive
album, since stamp collectors are noted
for changing their albums. As we grow

more experienced we learn more about
albums and their wvaried advantages,
and then we are better able to decide
exactly which kind of album suits our
particular taste and requirements.

Then, too, after collecting for a few years
we may decide to specialise or to concen-
trate our attention on some particular
country. Then we shall require a different
type of album to that required for
a general collection. I myself first
used a cheap album embracing all coun-
tries in the world. Finding I had not
sufficient room I transferred my collection
to a large foolscap loose-leaf album in
which I provided a space for every stamp
issued. This album soon extended to
four large and bulky volumes in which
there were more blank spaces than stamps !
Deciding soon after to specialise in British
Colonials 1 transferred that part of my
collection to cards, which I have now in
a six-drawer filing cabinet. Such an
“albwm,” with one card to each stamp
and used and unused on the same card,
may be said to be very efficient, but like
all albums, it has its drawbacks! I only
mention it to show how easily a system
may be changed. When I adopted the
loose-leaf album I felt quite certain I should
never alter this system, but later I changed
to cards because, in the light of further
experience, they seemed to suit my purpose
better.

For the beginner, a good 10/6 album will
serve the purpose admirably. As we
remarked last month, a catalogue is
essential. If you cannot afford both
album and catalogue at once, it is best
to buy the catalogue first and to use an
exercise book until funds permit the
purchase of an album, or until a birthday
comes along.

Mount Your Stamps with Hinges

Stamps should be mounted with stamp
mounts, which may’ be bought for a few
coppers a thousand at any stamp dealer’s.
On no account should stamps be stuck
down to the page with gum. A boy once
did this, and soon afterwards, wishing to
alter the arrangement of some of his
stamps, found that he could not do so.
They were all stuck firmly on the page,
from which nothing short of cutting or
tearing would remove them. T know
another boy who had run short of stamp
mounts one wet afternoon and was so
anxious to mount his stamps that par-
ticular day that he actually used Seccotine !
Never be tempted to use the clean gum
of an unused stamp to attach it to the
page, for the value of the stamp depends
on keeping this gum intact and undamaged.

To mount a stamp in the correct manner
the stamp hinge is folded over with the
gum side outwards. It is then slightly
moistened and affixed to the top edge of
the stamp. Then moisten the other part
of the hinge and mount the stamp in
position on the page of the album. Thus
the stamp is attached to the page by a
paper hinge, and may be lifted so as to
show the underside without being removed
from the page. The beauty of using hinges
is that they will ‘peel off cleanly when
required, leaving no mark on either stamp
or page to show where they have been.

Think First

In arranging your stamps you cannot
do better than follow the catalogue order,
Blanks may be left for the stamps required
to complete sets, and spaces for sets that
have yet to be collected. The more
forethought you give to arranging the

type;

stamps in their correct places, the less
time you will have to spend in altering
the arrangement later. If you do have to
alter, you will appreciate the assistance
of the stamp mounts, which many be-
ginners despise, but which the experience
of practical collectors has proved to be
invaluable.

We have not as yet dealt with such
details as plate numbers, watermarks and
perforations, but as thcse are of great
importance and affect the value of a stamp,
we shall give them space. Often, too, a
knowledge of paper is necessary to identify
some particular issue, and we shall there-
fore deal with this subject as briefly as
possible in one of our succeeding issues,

Quebec Bridge were also on view.

Two very successful concerts were
given by the ' Ripplevale Nigger
Troupe " and the Thornton Heath
Dramatic Club. A novel feature of
the Exhibition was a stall built in the
shape of a triangle to represent the
Meccano Guild Badge. This occupicd
a prominent position in the centre
of the hall.

Guild Secretary Visits Leamington Meccano Club

A veryenjoyable evening was held bythe Leamington
Meccano Club on the 7th December, when the Guild
Secretary visited the Club for the purposc of giving
a lantern lecture describing the manufacture of
Meccano and the activities of the Guild, Over 100
slides were shown, the lantern being operated by the
energetic Club Secretary, Mr, Guy Hare. The lecturer
showed slides of various Meccano Clubs and mentioned
that there are now over 120 Clubs in this country,
in our Dominions, and in forcign countrics.

The Scerctary also gave some interesting details of
the progress of Meccano itself.  He told how Meccano
cammenced in a very small way as ** Mechanics Made
LEasy." At that time Mr. Hornby was assisted only
by one girl and the business was run from a single
small room in James Street, Liverpool. This was
followed by a description of the present factory
which covers five acres and employs 1,500 hands.
Slides were shown of the splendid up-to-date machinery
including Stamping and Gear-Cutting machines, the
Press Shop and the Barrelling and Plating Depart-
ments. Finally, the Stores and the large and well-
lighted Packing Rooms were described and illustrated,

Slides of the first Meccano models aroused great
interest, enabling the members to see the wonderful

progress made in model-building since the early days,
The fact that the Guild is a world-wide movement
was forvibly brodight home to the audience when the
lecturer showed slides of specimens of the Manuals in
various languages, and montioned that Mecccano
literature is printed in sixteen different languages,
including Dutch, Spanish, Portuguese and even
Chinese—a tribute indeed to the universal demand for
Meccano, Slides of the departments where Hornby
trains are manufacturcd were also shown, and the
lecturer mentioned that there were over 160 operations
in the making of a lurnby train,

At the close of the lecture the Club I'resident, Sir
Juhn Keir, K.C.B., proposed a vote of thuuks to the
lecturer, which was seconded by the Club Leader,
Mr. F. W, Bull.  Sir John Keir and the Guild Secretary
then judged the models entered for the Club’s Annual
Competition.  The first prize was awarded to Masters
F. C. Miles and G. S Collett for their model of the
Motor Chassis, aud special consolation prizes were
awarded by the Guild Secretary to Masters J. H.
Stevens and B. Bailey for their models of Funicular
Railway and Motor Tipping Wagon, and after three
rousing cheers for the Guild the meeting broke
up.
